1st Race: 08. The Varanasi Plate (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 00 to 

25, 5 years old and over (11 Runners) : 
 

SUPER SEXY (Shrikant Kamble) was very fractious behind the Gates and 
sustained 4” long bleeding injuries in front of left point of hip while being loaded 

into the Gates; Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on 
veterinary grounds before coming under Starter's Orders; Trainer Mr. Helleal 

Moses R was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the 

Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.  
 

ASTROLOGER (Anil Baandal) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start; In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Bobby M was informed that he must not accept 

with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 
COUNTRY’S LIGHT (R Manish) did not get a clear run rounding the bend due to 

tightly packed field.   
 

CALIFORNIA GOLD (G Umesh) ran detached from the field; Trainer Mr. Bipin V 
Salvi was informed to ensure better performance of his charge in future. 
 

ECO SYSTEM (S Imran) sustained bruise above right hock. 
 

MYSTICAL MERLIN (Ram Nandan) sustained superficial injury on right hind outer 
cannon. 

 

2nd Race: 09. The Paschimavahini Plate (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 00 to 25 (15 Runners) : 

 
COORG GENERAL (Dhanu Singh Deora) drifted 'out' alarmingly from the field after 

entering the straight despite the best efforts of the rider to keep it on a straight 
course. The horse was impounded for Veterinary examination but no abnormality 
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was reported. Trainer Mr. Aditya K was informed to take appropriate corrective 

measures before accepting with it again.  

 

DAVID’S DELIGHT (Shrikant Kamble) drifted out under pressure, between the 300 
Metres and the 150 Metres. 

 
BACCHUS (Shreyas Singh) was not galloping fluently during the Race. The horse 

was impounded for veterinary examination, but due to its extremely fractious 
behaviour, it could not be examined; However, Trainer Mr. Surender G T was 

informed to ensure better performance of his charge in future. 

 

Jockey Angad, the rider of DEEMED TO FIRE, was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 
excessive use of the whip on his mount during the Race [1ST Infringement].  

 
Jockey Shrikant Kamble, the rider of DAVID’S DELIGHT, was fined Rs.3,000/- for 

the excessive use of the whip on his mount during the Race [1ST Infringement]. 

 
Jockey N B Kuldeep, the rider of POLAR WIND, was questioned as to his riding on 

his mount, in the above Race. He said that immediately after the Start, he 
received a check and he had to fall back. Thereafter, he kept urging and pushing 

his mount but it was not responding to his urgings. His explanations were noted. 
 

DEEMED TO FIRE (Angad) sustained bruises above both eyes in the gates. 
  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner, dk b m NATURAL FLY 
 

3rd Race: 10. The Mysore Trophy – Div. II (About) 1200 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65 (11 Runners) : 

 
PERFECT IMAGINATION was observed to be walikng lame on right hind due to 

injury with infected cellulites at fetlock joint. Under the circumstances it was 

permitted to withdrawn on veterinary grounds. Trainer Mr. P C Tejaswi was 
informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary 

Officer before accepting with it again. 
 

SOCRATES (Angad) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start; In view of 
its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Tejaswi P C was informed that he must not accept with 

it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 
SWAGHATHAM (J Paswan) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In 

view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Rakesh was informed that he must not accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 

Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 
 

Jockey R Manish, the rider of HASTING SUNRISE, reported that the left reins 

accidentally slipped from his hands, while changing his whipping hand, passing 
200 Metres of the above Race. 
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Jockey Angad, the rider of SOCRATES reported that he accidentally dropped his 

whip, passing the 150 Metres. 
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner, b f MOONLIGHT QUEEN. 
 

4th Race: 11. The Konark Plate (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 20 to 
45, 5 years old and over (10 Runners) : 

 
N R I MILLENNIUM (Arshad Alam) jumped awkwardly inwards, thereby 

inconveniencing SPIRITUAL FORCE (Shrikant Kamble), on its inside, at the Start. 
 

SULTAN SWORD (R Shiva Kumar), got very keen between the 1050 Metres and 
the 900 Metres and as such it had to be checked by its rider to avoid colliding 

with the front runner and fall back, due to which, SAINT EMILION (S Antony Raj), 
which was travelling alongside, bumped the former and lost some gtround. 

 

Jockey Shrikanth Kamble, the rider of SPIRITUAL FORCE, placed second by the 
Judge, lodged an objection against P Ajeeth Kumar, the rider of MAYBURY, placed 

1st by the Judge, for "on approaching final 200 metres, Jockey P Ajeeth Kumar 
came on to me all the way outside, which caused obstacle for which I could not 

ride. This cost me a certain Win". The Stewards held an enquiry immediately, 
after the Race and examined the Jockeys concerned. After due deliberations and 

after repeatedly viewing the CCTV of the above Race, the Stewards decided to 
overrule the objection. 

 
It was reported after the Race that MAYBURY (P Ajeeth Kumar) had apparently 

lost its right hind shoe during the Race. 
 

5th Race: 12. The Mysore Trophy – Div. I (About) 1200 metres. Horses 

rated 40 to 65 (11 Runners) : 
 

SHEEBA (Shivam) was trotting lame on left fore and sustained bruises over left 
fore knee and fetlock. Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be 

withdrawn on veterinary grounds. Trainer Mr. Feroz M Khan was informed that 
he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before 

accepting with it again. 
 

IBRAHIMOVIC (Mohammed Mushraf) jumped out awkwardly, at the start. 
 

ACHOOK (J Paswan) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In view of 
its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Rakesh was informed that he must not accept with it 

again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards 
in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 

Jockey S Imran, the rider of THE FLYING FEET, was reprimanded for shifting `out’ 
and inconveniencing TERMINATOR (Brahmmesh S) on his outside, approaching 

the 200 Metres. 
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ACHOOK (J Paswan) sustained bruise behind girth on left chest wall. 

 
6th Race: 13. The Itarsi Plate (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 60 and 

above (9 Runners) : 
 

KUSHAQ (Shivam) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start; In view of 
its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Eshwer M was informed that he must not accept with it 

again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards 
in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 
Jockey A Ayaz Khan, the rider of SPECTACULAR was reprimanded for cutting 

across the field before passing the Red Marker post. 
 

Jockey A Ayaz Khan, the rider of SPECTACULAR was reprimanded for the 
undesirable practice of dropping hands before passing the Winning Post and 

thereafter, for exulting before passing the Winning Post. 
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner, ch m SPECTACULAR 

 
7th Race: 14. The Doddaballapura Plate (About) 1400 metres. Horses 

rated 20 to 45 (15 Runners) : 
 
ANUSHTUBHA (A Ayaz Khan) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start; 

In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Rakesh was informed that he must not 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 

Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 
 

Jockey Shivam, the rider of ROADRUNNER was reprimanded for not maintaining a 
proper course, thereby shifting `in’ and inconveniencing BREAK AWAY (S Antony 

Raj) between 1200 and 1000 metres. 

 
Jockey Ankit Pal, the rider of AGAINST ALL ODDS, was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 

excessive use of the whip on his mount during the Race [1ST Infringement].
